For the past few years, one of the perks of
sponsoring Alameda’s auction at the highest
tier has been exclusivity for that sponsor
within his or her field of business. For some
of our sponsors’ more ‘“competitive” busi-
nesses, this was deemed to be an important
and valuable benefit, and one that made the
highest level more enticing. However, | feel
that it is a feature that we can no longer of-
fer.

Exclusivity came with two sets of high costs
for our Auction Team: a) an extraordinarily
high number of volunteer hours required to
maintain it and b) “bridges burned” by disal-
lowing other community members to partici-
pate. We are a public school; our Auction
Team consists solely of volunteers. | believe

that any policy which goes against our public
school’s vision of inclusion or burdens the
volunteers too heavily is not in the best inter-
est of our team. At my request, the Alameda
School Foundation decided to rescind the offer
of exclusivity, effective immediately, at its Oc-
tober 27th meeting.

What does this mean to you? If you have
thought of sponsoring the auction in the past,
but “knew you couldn’t” because a different
community member’s business was sponsoring,
please know that you are most welcome to
reconsider sponsorship, at any level. At the
time of this publication, no business has com-
mitted to the highest tier of sponsorship, so no
exclusivity has been granted to date and none
is being rescinded. Our sponsorship tier forms

no longer offer the exclusivity clause and have been
updated accordingly (forms available on our web-
site).

A final note: | speak for the Auction Team when |
say that we greatly value all of our sponsors. We
hope to provide as much compensation and thanks
for their generous donations as possible via adver-
tisements, tickets, banner displays, etc. | welcome
you to email me any questions or comments, that
you may have.
